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Third Sunday in Ordinary Time
Rejoicing in the Lord

In the first reading, Ezra gets a strange reaction from
the people to whom he reads the book of the law. First they lie
down, with faces to the ground, and then they all are weeping.
Remember the background of this reading. The people of Israel
had returned from exile and needed to become a unified nation.
Most had never heard the laws, so when they learned what was
expected of them and realized how much of the Law they had
broken, they wept from shame. Many probably didn’t know
that they had been breaking the law. Others might have been
overwhelmed with all the requirements of the law.

Ezra and Nehemiah console the people by reminding
them that their return makes this a day “holy to the
Lord” (Nehemiah 8:10). He adds that they would draw strength
from “rejoicing in the Lord.” That may be good advice for us
also.

We might find ourselves so trapped in sin that we think
we could never be forgiven. We need to remember that Jesus
loved sinners so much that he gave his life on the cross to free
us from sin. No sin can be so bad that God’s love cannot for-
give it. In other words, God’s forgiveness is only limited by our
failure to ask for it. As the psalms say, God’s mercy endures
forever. In fact, the more I have to repent, the more God wants
to forgive. So we can rejoice in the Lord’s forgiveness and the
Spirit will give us the strength to change our lives.

And what about those who find the law overwhelming?
That usually means a lack of faith in God’s willingness to help
us or in our ability to do the best we can to live as Christians. It
can also be because we have forgotten Jesus’ saying that all of
God’s laws are contained in the command to love God and love
our neighbor as we love ourselves. The more we come to ac-
cept God’s presence in our lives and see God in others, the eas-
ier it becomes to keep the law of love.

..Tercer Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario
Alegrarse en el Sefior

En la primera lectura, Esdras recibe una extrafia reaccion
de la gente a la que lee el libro de la ley. Primero se acuestan, con
la cara hacia el suelo, y luego todos lloran. Recuerde el contexto
de esta lectura. El pueblo de Israel habia regresado del exilio y
necesitaba convertirse en una nacioén unificada. La mayoria nunca
habia oido las leyes, asi que cuando supieron lo que se esperaba de
ellos y se dieron cuenta de cuanto de la Ley habian quebrantado,
lloraron de vergiienza. Muchos probablemente no sabian que
habian estado quebrantando la ley. Otros pueden haberse sentido
abrumados por todos los requisitos de la ley.

Esdras y Nehemias consuelan al pueblo recordandoles
que su regreso hace que este sea un dia “consagrado al Se-
fior” (Nehemias 8,10). Afiade que “celebrar al Sefior es nuestra
fuerza”. Esto puede ser buen consejo para nosotros también.

Podemos encontrarnos tan atrapados en el pecado que
pensamos que nunca podremos ser perdonados. Debemos recordar
que Jesus amo tanto a los pecadores que dio su vida en la cruz para
liberarnos del pecado. Ningun pecado puede ser tan malo que el
amor de Dios no pueda perdonarlo. En otras palabras, el perdon de
Dios solo esta limitado por el hecho que no se lo pedimos. Como
dicen los salmos, la misericordia de Dios perdura para siempre. De
hecho, mientras mas tengo que arrepentirme, mas Dios quiere per-
donarme. Asi que podemos regocijarnos en el perdon del Sefior y
el Espiritu nos dara la fuerza para cambiar nuestras vidas.

LY qué pasa con los que encuentran la ley abrumadora?
Eso generalmente significa una falta de fe en que Dios esta dis-
puesto a ayudarnos o en nuestra habilidad de hacer lo mejor posi-
ble para vivir como cristianos. También puede ser porque
hemos olvidado lo que dijo Jesus de que todas las leyes de
Dios estan contenidas en el mandamiento de amar a Dios y
amar a nuestro préjimo como a nosotros mismos. Mientras
mas aceptamos la presencia de Dios en nuestras vidas y
vemos a Dios en los demas, mas facil se vuelve cumplir la
ley del amor.
