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Seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time
Stagnant or Overflowing?

We find ourselves in the midst of a short, seven and a half
week stint of Ordinary Time. It can seem like we are somewhat lost
in time - no longer in the Christmas season and not yet in the throes
of Lent. It can also be a dreary time. All of the exterior lights are
extinguished; the days are still short and the nights still long. The
gray clouds and threats of snow linger on in some parts, yet without
the childlike anticipation to pull us through. What do we have to
look forward to now? How can we not grow stagnant in our walk of
faith during this time? A friend once told me that Ordinary Time
was his favorite season of all. When he first said it, I thought he was
crazy. How can anyone enjoy Ordinary Time more than Christmas
or Easter?! But then he shared that, just as the liturgical color green
indicates, Ordinary Time is a season of growth. As we muddle
through the mundane, tackle the trivial and battle the boredom, we
are invited to continue blossoming and blooming. In today’s first
reading we discover Saul and David in the middle of a cat and
mouse chase. Saul finds himself in a jealous rage and wishes to ex-
tinguish David, while David’s men encourage him to obliterate Saul.
David could have just as easily become enraged. Afterall, his best
friend’s father wanted to chop his head off! But he fled in self de-
fense, and when afforded the opportunity to retaliate, refused to lay a
finger on the Lord’s anointed one. He acquiesced to God rather than
anger. Jesus puts the actions of David into words saying: “love your
enemies, do good to those who hate you, bless those who curse you,
pray for those who mistreat you... Do to others as you would have
them do to you...and you will be children of the Most High, for he
himself is kind to the ungrateful and the wicked.” Sounds selfless
and saintly and... super hard. To act in a way that gains no reward,
not even a tiny bit of dopamine, sounds just horrible. It offers my
humanness no motivation, my pride no boost. Yet we live for the
promise of a different kind of reward all together: “then your reward
will be great and you will be children of the Most High...gifts will
be given to you; a good measure, packed together, shaken down and
overflowing...” So let us shake off the ordinaryness of this time and
dive into the growth, so that our heavenly reward may be overflow-
ing.

Séptimo Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario

Cuando lo dijo por
primera vez, pensé que estaba loco. {Como puede alguien disfrutar
del Tiempo Ordinario mas que la Navidad o la Pascua? Pero luego
comparti6 que, tal como lo indica el color litargico verde, el Tiem-
po Ordinario es una temporada de crecimiento. Mientras hacemos
lo mejor posible en lo mundano, tacleamos lo trivial y batallamos
con el aburrimiento, se nos invita a seguir floreciendo. En la pri-
mera lectura de hoy descubrimos a Satl y David jugando al gatoy
al raton. Saul se encuentra en un ataque de celos y desea extinguir
a David, mientras que los compafieros de David lo animan a elimi-
nar a Saul. David podria haberse enfurecido con la misma fa-
cilidad. Después de todo, jel padre de su mejor amigo queria cor-
tarle la cabeza! Pero huyo en defensa propia, y cuando se le
presento la oportunidad de tomar represalias, se nego a poner un
dedo sobre el ungido del Sefior. Se someti6 a Dios en lugar de al
enojo. Jesus pone en palabras las acciones de David al decir:
“Amen a sus enemigos, hagan el bien a los que los aborrecen, ben-
digan a quienes los maldicen y oren por quienes los difaman...
Traten a los demés como quieran que los traten a ustedes... y seran
hijos del Altisimo, porque ¢l es bueno hasta con los malos y los
ingratos”.
